Work may be done any time, 
and must be non-invasive

Work on the live lane must be 
less than five minutes

Worker must not expect 
road users to move or slow 

down to avoid them.
Therefore, temporary 

footpath cannot be used

Inspection Activity

Work may be on the shoulder 
or roadside

Work may be done any time, 
but must be briefed by STMS

Work may be long term and 
use large plant/equipment

Work may impact on the 
footpath, and a temporary 

footpath can be used

Shoulder Closure

Work is on 
Category A or B roads (not C)

Work may be on the berm or 
live lane

Work may be done any time, 
and must be non-invasive

Work on the live lane must be 
less than five minutes

Worker must not expect 
road users to move or slow 

down to avoid them.
Therefore, temporary 

footpath cannot be used
